MINUTES OF BROOKSHIRE ESTATES
HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION MEETING
JUNE 4, 2014

Brookshire Estates Homeowners Meeting was called to order by President Dick
L’Heureux at 7:10pm on June 4, 2014. Homeowners signed in, proxies were counted and a
quorum was declared by the President. The President made welcoming remarks to the
homeowners in attendance and introduced the Board of Directors Mike Foss Vice-President,
Yvonne Tichelaar Treasurer and Judy Moschetto Secretary. The President then introduced
invited guests from the City of Sammamish to the HOA meeting: Mayor Tom Vance, Deputy
Mayor Huckabay, City Manager Ben Yazici and Communications Manager Tim Larson.

Sammamish City Manager Presentation. Mr. Ben Yazici, City Manager of City of
Sammamish, made a presentation regarding Klahanie PAA possible annexation to City of
Sammamish. Mr. Yazici distributed Presentation to Brookshire Estates Annual Homeowners’
Meeting, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

Mr. Yazici offered an overview of benefits to Klahanie PAA (hereinafter “PAA”)
annexing to City of Sammamish (hereinafter “Sammamish”):

e He compared the police response time between Sammamish and King County, with
Sammamish response time being far quicker. If the PAA annexes to Sammamish, six
(6) additional police officers would be hired.

e Major road improvements would be addressed. Sammamish would contribute $3
Million towards road improvements and would seek grants and matching funds for
same. Sammamish already collects transportation impact fees from new construction
for road improvements. No fees would be collected from existing home sites.

e Better road maintenance was addressed. Issues brought to Sammamish’s attention
would receive a response within 24 hours. $3 Million has been written into the road
overlay fund to address these concerns. Street sweeping/cleaning arterials occurs 4
times per year and local roads are cleaned 2 times per year. Snow clearance for main
roads was promised within 24 hours, dependent upon one-time or continuing snow
event. Sammamish is contracted with a private company for same.

e Park maintenance is scheduled 1 time per week per park, including garbage pickup,
mowing, regular maintenance.

e Self-governance as city hall would be 4 to 5 miles away and all staff would be
accessible to residents.

e Permitting response for projects is promised within 2 days, 2 weeks for home
renovations, 2 months for home building.

e Property taxes would be lower than currently levied by an estimate $753 on a
$500,000 house.



Fire service would not change; Eastside Fire & Rescue would remain provider.
Emergency service would remain the same.

Animal control would remain the same.

Garbage service would remain the same for 7 years after annexation. After 7 year
period garbage service would be put up for bid.

e Water, sewer and schools would not change.

Procedural steps to annexation are outlined in Mr. Yazici’s handout attached hereto, during
which Klahanie PAA would change over to Sammamish Planning Annexation Area.
Sammamish intends to have open houses during the process for residents’ benefit and
information.

Mr. Yazici fielded various questions from homeowners and responded to same and
concluded his presentation. The President and the homeowners thanked the Sammamish
officials for their attendance and courtesies to our homeowners and departed the meeting.

CamWest Report. Vice President Mike Foss gave homeowners a CamWest update and
project timeline, which is referenced in detail in the meeting agenda, which is attached hereto
and incorporated herein. He further indicated the traffic light at Brookshire entrance should be
operational in July or August. He advised he will secure contact information for the various
CamWest project managers so that homeowners can contact same with any questions or
concerns regarding this project.

Treasurer’s Report. Treasurer Yvonne Tichelaar gave the Treasurer’s report which is
included in the 2013 Expenses and Year End Comparisons, both of which are attached hereto
and incorporated herein.

Homeowner Questions/Concerns. Homeowners indicated they have seen a beaver in
our pond and are concerned about possible damage to the trees around the pond and possible
backup affecting surrounding homes. The President indicated the Board would investigate these
concerns at our next Board meeting and would respond to the HOA re same.

Another homeowner inquired about staining our mailbox clusters and ridding moss on
same. It was reported that homeowners would hopefully take care of the clusters around their
homes.

One homeowner inquired when the new directories would be available and it was
reported that the same should be ready for distribution in July.

Finally, the Board requested that every homeowner supply his/her email address to the
Board as that is our primary communication method with homeowners. It was emphasized that
the Board retains all homeowners’ contact information in strict privacy and never share said
information with any outside entity or person.



Meeting Adjourned. There being no further business brought up by the Board or any
homeowners, the President thanked the homeowners for their attendance and adjourned the
meeting at 8:40pm.

Procedural steps

To provide Klahanie area residents with an opportunity to join Sammamish, the
following steps, some of them aiready completed, are required:

e Issaquah and Sammamish sign an inter-local agreement to transfer the
Klahanie area from Issaquah’s Potential Annexation Area (PAA) to
Sammamish’s PAA.

e The King County Growth Management Planning Council approves the
transfer.

e City conducts annexation study

e By the end of 2014, Sammamish, Issaquah and King County make
appropriate changes to their comprehensive plans so the transfer of the
PAA can be accommodated.

e After the King County Council approves its revised comprehensive plan,
portions of it must be ratified by the cities of King County.

e After ratification by the cities, Sammamish applies to the Boundary
Review Board (BRB) for approval of the annexation. Per the expected
schedule, BRB approval comes in early 2015.

e Assuming approval by the BRB, the Sammamish City Council sets an
election date for voters in the Klahanie annexation area. Potential
election dates are: Feb. 3, March 10, April 28, May 19, Aug. 4, Nov. 3.



¢ If a simple majority votes in favor of annexation, the City Council passes
an ordinance setting an effective date for the annexation of the Klahanie
area into Sammamish.

e During the period of time between passage of the ordinance and the
effective date of annexation, the city initiates a fiscal review with King
County, negotiates the transfer of county assets (parks, roads and storm
water infrastructure), negotiates the transfer of services (building
permitting, etc.), and arranges for the transfer of county funds, if any.

e On the effective date of annexation, residents of the Klahanie area
become residents of Sammamish.
