MINUTES OF ANNUAL
BROOKSHIRE ESTATES HOMEOWNERS MEETING
JUNE 23, 2016

The Annual Brookshire Estates Homeowners Meeting was called to order by President
Mike Foss at 7pm on June 23, 2016.

Introduction of Board of Directors. Mike introduced the HOA’s Board of Directors
which has been serving since our 2015 Annual Meeting:

Mike referred to a copy of the Meeting Agenda, a copy of which was given to each
attendee and a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

Introduction of City of Sammamish Representatives. Mike introduced two City of
Sammamish officials who attended our HOA meeting:

Ramiro Valderrama, Sammamish Deputy Mayor and City Councilperson, who warmly
welcomed Brookshire into the City of Sammamish, and encouraged Brookshire residents to avail
themselves of Sammamish services and to contact the City with any questions, comments or
concerns. Deputy Mayor Valderrama (hereafter Ramiro) encouraged Brookshire residents to
participate and become involved in the workings of the City of Sammamish, as he emphasized
Sammammish is now our city and involved citizens make a city better and safer and more
attentive to citizen concerns. Mike thanked Ramiro for attending our meeting and asked him to
convey our gratitude to the entire City of Sammamish complement for their welcoming attitude
and responsiveness to any concern our HOA residents might have.

Steve Leniszewski, Sammamish Public Works Director, offered an overview of
Sammamish’s plan for its future including but not limited to transportation improvement plan,
parks improvement plan and arts improvement plan. Public Works Director Leniszewski
(hereafter Steve) seconded Ramiro’s encouragement to become involved in the workings of our
City. He said the City is simultaneously attending to current City business and concerns of its
citizenry and also looking forward to City needs. Steve said citizens should be asking questions




of themselves such as what should the City look like in 20 years, what do citizens want and how
can citizens participate in their City.

Steve gave a short presentation of City plans regarding the Issaquah-Fall City Road
improvement project and the coming Issaquah-Pine Lake improvement project. A copy of the
May 12 notice regarding the Issaquah-Fall City improvement project is attached hereto and
incorporated herein. Steve said residents will be receiving notices of future meetings and
encouraged residents to attend the same and participate in these discussions.

Steve then opened up the meeting to questions for him from HOA residents. Inquiries
were made about the Issaquah-Pine Lake road improvement project, to which Steve responded
that the City is forming a 6 year plan which is supposed to start in approximately 3 years at a
projected cost of $15 Million Dollars. He advised that surveying will begin to establish a
database from which to establish the project.

Several homeowners voiced concerns about the erratic wait times for traffic light outside
Brookshire. Steve said he had received concerns about same prior to our meeting and that
adjustments had been made to the light timing. He encouraged residents to let the traffic director
know how the adjustments are working.

One resident questioned why Republic, our garbage service, is not providing cans to
Brookshire when the cans are provided to the City of Bellevue. Steve said he would look into
that and respond back to us.

Steve answered all questions and comments from our HOA as best he could. At the
conclusion of the Q&A for Steve, Mike thanked Steve for attending our meeting and being so
responsive to the questions and concerns of our HOA.

Treasurer’s Report. Yvonne prepared a 2015 Expense Report together with our 2016
Budget to date, a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein. A copy of the same
was given to each HOA attendee. Yvonne indicated that repairs to the sprinkler system had been
fixed and paid for by Tolt Brothers/The Overlook. Yvonne reported that we have a new rain
sensor installed and that when everything is completed with our sprinkler system, we will apply
for a water audit and if successfully audited our water expense will be significantly reduced.
Finally, Yvonne indicated that work is progressing on our new HOA directory.

Looking Forward. Mike reported that there has been substantial increases in
Brookshire’s home values and that ours is a very desirable neighborhood. Concerns were raised
by some homeowners that everyone in Brookshire needs to properly maintain their homes and
lawns to Brookshire standards. Mike advised that even though there are some rental homes in
our neighborhood, the owners are responsible for their renters in keeping the premises
appropriately maintained. Another concern was voiced about dog droppings not being picked up
and Mike encouraged everyone to be a good neighbor and pick up after their dogs.



Concerns were voiced about a mailbox destruction and mailbox theft. The HOA has paid
to replace the mailbox that had been destroyed and taken. Mike encouraged each homeowner to
pick up his/her mail on a daily basis, and further if anyone sees damage being done or discovers
damage or theft to immediately contact Sammamish Police.

Mike encouraged participation in the Board by any of our homeowners. The currently
serving Board was re-elected to serve another term until the next annual meeting in 2017.

Mike alerted everyone that fireworks are illegal in the City of Sammamish and violations
are punishable by substantial fines, pursuant to attachment hereto and incorporated herein.

Mike advised that if homeowners want to remove any trees on their property they must
first get a permit from the City of Sammamish. The rule is that for every tree 1 removed, 3 trees
must be planted. The City of Sammamish website has information on the permitting process and
the permit process paperwork.

Meeting Adjourned. There being no further business brought before the meeting, Mike
thanked all attendees for their participation in the Annual Meeting and adjourned the meeting,
